Introduction This guide has been produced to be used in conjunction with your 1:25,000 Ordnance Survey map.
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Information

Cross referencing between the two will enable you to be confident of your location at all tmes. If in
doubt do not be apprehensive about seeking advice from your fellow walkers.

9 Mile Walk: Route Guide

Holme Farm on your left, take the
unmarked narrow angled path off the road.

Start of walk - Baslow Car Park 11:00 hrs
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Follow the path through the field and
through the ford of Rymas Brook.

01 | Left out of Baslow car park passing the
Cavendish hotel.
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Continue along the path until it reaches the
AB19.

02 | At the roundabout go straight on (second
exit) in the direction of Stockport /
Manchester.
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Cross the road and tum right but in 150
yards take a left turn into the field and
follow the rising path as it curves right.

03 | At the next mini roundabout take the first
exit.

04 | Reference Point - Churchyard.
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At the top of the rise take the left tum into
High Street 1o the Devonshire Arms in

Pilsley.

05 | Left in the direction of Bubnell over the
bridge opposite Charlies Restaurant.
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Take a right tum up the hill and then
another right at the T junction.

06 | Straight across from the bridge is a
passage at the right side of the house.
Carry straight on up the passage.
(Picture 1)
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Reference Point - Chatsworth Farm
Shop.
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After 400 yards bear left into Handley Lane.
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Follow the lane for approx. 0.75 mile as it
risers and curves right.

Look for the sharp left turn back down a
rough track.

Follow the track down for approx. 1 mile to
the picturesque village of Edensor.

Reference Point - Tea Shop and tollets

Cross the B6012 and follow the diagonally
right footpath to the entrance to Chatsworth
House.

07 | Through a gate and then past an opening
keeping straight on.

08 | Footpath sign diagonally left and tum right
at Wheatlands Lane. Follow the road for

approximately 1.5 miles.

After crossing the stone bridge at
Chatsworth tum immediately left along the
footpath past the Queen Mary Bower.

09 | At Hassop Road tum left in the direction of
Bakewell. You will pass the Eyre arms.

Follow the footpath up past the cricket field
and lodge until after approx. 1 mile you
reach the rotary kissing gate.

10 | At the Catholic Church follow the road you
are on as it curves to the left.
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Continue along the path and go past the
thatched cottages to the T junction.

11 | Reference Point - Hassop Hall.

Tumn left into Baslow village green and the
end of the walk.

12 | 40 yards after passing the entrance to

Al the Devonshire Arms please proceed to
the checkpoint station to complete the
checking- out procedure.




Your final time will be recorded and you wil
be given your Certificate of Completion.
